It is very hard for me to write this letter but there is just so much more that we (you and I) need to do to help 

the horses. Days End continues to save the lives of more and more abused and neglected horses but I am afraid 

that I need to ask you for money again if I intend to continue helping the horses. Although, as founder of this 

organization, I have always been the one to ask for money, it has always been something that I have hated to 

do, Howeveréit only takes one walk out to the barn, one look into the eyes of the horses that so need our help 

to give me the courage to ask. Itôs for the horses that I need your help.

Days End Farm started the year with 60 horses in residence ranging in age 

from a 28 years old to a very small two month old foal that had to be bottle 

fed as he was rejected by his own mother. We have since taken in 20 new 

horses suffering from various stages of starvation, parasites, and lack of care. 

Ten horses have been adopted and 5 horses are off site being trained.  

  

By the time you receive this letter we will have moved on to our New 

Farm. Green grass and hills as far as you can see. It is so wonderful 

for the horses to finally have some room to run and stretch their legs. 

It has been both a blessing as well as much hard work from our sup-

porters that has finally brought Days End to this point in our journey.  

 

Unfortunately, with the struggling economy, it will be difficult to 

construct the stalls, finish the fencing and complete the many projects 

we need for the horses right away because the costs we anticipated 

have almost doubled since our budget was constructed.  Gas alone for 

picking up materials is $100 to fill up the truck. In fact with the shifting economy, trying to maintain the 

horses, build up the new farm plus run both facilities while we get ready to move has been very, very difficult 

in this new climate.   

 

 

Did you know that the cost of hay this year has more than dou-

bled?  Did you know that because the housing market is down 

that houses are not being built and that has raised the al-

ready high cost of the shavings that we use to spread in the 

horse stalls?  Do you know that I get calls every day from 

people that cannot care for their horses any longer? Do you 

know that there are abandoned horses here, in Maryland, 

because people have moved out or had their house repos-

sessed and left their animals behind?
