Days End Farm Horse Rescue is a 501 (c) (3) local nonprofit organization that assumes responsibility for abused, neglected, starved 
and unwanted horses that have been seized and impounded by animal control agencies in the state of Maryland. We are in operation 
24 hours a day, 365 days a year and are caring for 50-65 horses on any given day. We currently have 58 horses in various stages of 
recovery from critical care to training under saddle to simply waiting to find their forever home. 
 
Days End also has several nationally respected training, educational and outreach programs available to the public and professionals. 
Each year more than 3,500 people visit the farm, including 1,000 children. Our outreach programs alone reached thousands more 
youth through a busy schedule of presentations at schools, organizations, expos, etc. In addition, our active volunteer force of 1,200 
(ages 12+) friends generously gave us 20,000+ hours of their time last year alone.  
 
On Saturday, June 28, 2008, Days End will hold its 16th Annual Spring Carnival at our new 58 acre farm. More than 1,000 local 
attendees traditionally spend the day enjoying “game alley,” pony rides, a petting zoo, face painting, door prizes, food and live music.  
 
The crowd the farm attracts at Spring Carnival makes it an ideal opportunity for local businesses like yours to gain exposure and 
visibility by partnering with Days End through sponsorships.
